Jimtown Elementary School will work jointly with parents to develop a Parental
Involvement Policy and School-Parent Compact.

These training will focus on such areas as reading comprehension, vocabulary, and test-
taking skills. Parents will be given materials and strategies for helping their student at
home.

Jimtown Elementary School will conduct an annual training for school personnel
regarding the importance of parents in the educational process. The staff will be
provided with strategies for building partnerships with parents. In addition, the staff will
review the parental involvement pieces that are already in place and the role the
classroom teacher plays in each of these activities.
